Just behind our venue is
Marks & Spencer, Sainsburys
is just 100 yards away, and
walk another 3-5 minutes and
you'll find other eateries such
as Subway, KFC, McDonalds,
and bakeries. All selling lunch
solutions.

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Limitations You Need
to Consider

In the past we have had organisations doing IT related
training. However, when 30+ people login to our wi-fi the wi-fi will start to
struggle to deliver decent internet speeds to all computers. Therefore, it is

recommended that you speak to us about IT related training events or restrict 2
or 3 laptops per table and have delegates share those laptops.

Other issues include lots of people wanting to charge their laptops. In this
instance we encourage hirers to ask delegates to come with laptop batteries
charged up. We can also supply extension leads should this be required but
requires you to request these upon your hire enquiry.

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FIG 1—Theatre Style Conference/Meeting

If you have a large group of delegates or are doing many presentations then the best room layout is
theatre style. This means lots of chairs with very few tables. Using this configuration you can fit a
maximum of 100 people, but any sized group is ideal for theatre style. On each side of the screen you
can place pop-up banners and side areas can be changed to house trestle tables, which are often used
as leaflet stands, book stalls etc.
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If you have around 20-60 delegates and would like delegates to lean on a table to take notes or use a
laptop, or require break outs teams to do exercises as groups, then the best room layout is cabaret
style. This means using our large round tables with table cloths. Using this configuration you can fit a

60 people comfortably, but any sized group is ideal for cabaret style, we just add or reduce the
amount of tables based on the number of your delegates.
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FIG 3—Classroom Style Conference/Meeting

If you have a medium sized group of delegates doing a training session then the best room layout may
be classroom style. This utilises our trestle tables to create a classroom style for learning. Using this
configuration you can fit a maximum of 30 people without utilising the sides of the tables or 50 if you
do utilise the sides by adding an additional chair each side. Like most room configurations you move
the tables to be at an angle, facing each other etc.
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FIG 4—Board/Public Meeting or Interview Style Layout

If you wish to deliver an event for a public meeting, such as board meeting with head table or wish to
have a interview style event like a chat show, then we use the theatre style layout for the audience
and either put out trestle tables and seats facing the audience or put up a small stage and put chairs
in an interview style. Using this configuration you can fit a maximum of 100 people, but any sized

group is ideal for this.
